NOTICE TO THE ABOVE-REFERENCED REGISTERED LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIP

The registered agent’s resignation becomes effective on the 31st day after the date on which the Certificate of Resignation is filed with the Commission.  The law requires each domestic and foreign registered limited liability partnership doing business in Virginia to continuously maintain in this Commonwealth a registered office and a registered agent.  The registered limited liability partnership must establish a new registered office and/or a new registered agent by filing with the Commission form UPA-135 (Certificate of Change of Registered Office and/or Registered Agent). If the registered limited liability limited partnership fails to appoint a new registered agent and, if applicable, establish a new registered office, its statement of registration ultimately will be automatically canceled.

The certificate must be in the English language, typewritten or printed in black, legible and reproducible.  See § 50-73.83 of the Code of Virginia.  The document must be presented on uniformly white, opaque paper, free of visible watermarks and background logos.

If the registered agent is a business entity, the statement must be executed in the name of the business entity by a person authorized to act on behalf of the registered agent, and the printed name and title of the person signing on behalf of the registered agent must be set forth next to the signature.

It is a Class 1 misdemeanor for any person to sign a document he or she knows is false in any material respect with the intent that the document be delivered to the Commission for filing.  See § 50-73.83 C of the Code of Virginia.
